Board of Directors Management 
 
Members of the Board of Directors are authorized to fill vacancies for Director(s)-
at-Large; all provisions of Eastern Division Bylaws (Article V, Section 3 F) shall 
apply; majority of vote elects replacement. 
 
Elections 
 
The order of placement for candidates shall be determined in a random manner 
for each office on the ballot in any Eastern Division election of Officers and 
Directors-at-Large.  Ballots must include a provision for write ins for each position. 
 
York Meet Policies 
 
The use of cameras, camcorders, camera cell phones and walkie-talkies are 
prohibited in the trading halls. 
 
The use of cell phones and walkie-talkies in the trading Halls is prohibited; cell 
phones may be answered in the Halls, but the conversation must be taken 
outside. 
 
Guide/companion dogs are permitted for use by the disabled in the buildings. 
 
Photography in all Halls using any type of camera (camera, camcorder, or 
camera cell phone) is prohibited.   
 
The use of strollers, baby carriages, and wheeled vehicles for transporting 
children in trading Halls is prohibited; excluding disabled children. 
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Displays in the member Halls are limited to no more than 28” from the top of the 
table. 
 
Exceptions to the 28” display height rule in dealer Halls by the Meet Chairman or 
Hall Captain are allowed. 
 
 
 
 
Any member who vacates his/her table prior to the published time for conclusion of the 
Eastern Division semi-annual York Meet without permission of the Hall Captain or Meet 
Chairman may be sanctioned.  Sanctions shall include: written notification [first offense]; 
increased fees for future table/booth registration [second offense]; and suspension of 
table-booth privileges at the next two York Meets [third offense] and publication of 
offender's name and TCA number [all offenses].  The decision to impose sanctions rests 
solely with the Meet Chairman.  Administration of this policy is the responsibility of the 
Meet Registrar. 
 
A member’s children under the age of 18 may attend the meet without paying an 
admission fee.  Upon reaching the age of 18, adult children of members may attend 
only one Eastern Division Meet as a guest; adult children must join TCA in order to 
continue to attend Eastern Division Meets. 
 
The Board shall be responsible for determining the number of halls to be used; the 
designation of these halls as member or dealer; and, the basic configuration of each at 
specific semi-annual York Meets.  The final configuration of the halls shall be delegated 
by the Board to the Meet and Registration Chairmen. 
 
Any TCA member, guest, family member, volunteer, dealer, or vendor who engages in 
activities or behavior that is disruptive, abusive, violent, harassing, or interferes with 
and/or prevents the normal operations of the hall or meet may be subject to immediate 
removal from the York Meet buildings and grounds.  A table holder, vendor, or dealer 
who engages in such activities or behavior or who is discovered violating the standards 
for selling, trading, or displaying merchandise may be subject to immediate removal or 
allowed to leave at the end of the current business day, depending on the 
circumstances.  The York Meet Chairman, in consultation with the Eastern Division 
President, shall have the authority to investigate the situation and order the removal of 
the offending party or parties.  York Meet Security Guards and, if necessary, the local 
Police Department may be employed in removing the offender.  The York Meet 
Chairman shall make a complete report of all incidents and shall submit it to the 
Membership Chairman for investigation and recommendation to the Eastern Division 
Board of Directors.  The Board, in executive session, shall review charges and 
specifications, determine if a defendant is guilty or not, and if so, decide what penalty is 
justified.
